Modifications apportées au présent document 
 
Le présent document tient compte des modifications apportées au document Lieux 
propices à l’apprentissage : Allocation de la phase 2 affiché sur le site FTP du 
Ministère le 19 juin 2006. Ces modifications découlent d’un exercice de validation de 
données effectué par le Ministère afin d’intégrer les installations ayant droit à 
l’allocation de la phase 2 de l’initiative Lieux propices à l’apprentissage (LPA) qui 
avaient été omises dans le calcul initial de l’allocation de la phase 2. D’autres 
corrections y ont été apportées à la suite de la vérification des pourcentages de 
partage des coûts entre installations partagées ou louées tel que communiqués par 
les conseils scolaires et recalculés, école par école, pour les besoins en matière de 
programmes.  
 
Les parties suivantes ont donc été modifiées par rapport à la version originale du 
document :

Veuillez noter que l’annexe A : Le répertoire des candidats au statut CRP 
identifiés par le Ministère n’a pas été modifiée; comme cette liste a été souvent 
communiquée, elle ne figure pas dans la version révisée du présent document afin 
de ne pas l’allonger indûment. 
 
Les allocations de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA ont été modifiées par rapport à 
l’annonce faite au sujet des Subventions pour les besoins des élèves en juin 2006. 
Ces changements figurent dans l’annexe B révisée : Allocation de la phase 2 et le 
tableau15 du règlement qui a été corrigé. Le Ministère a relevé en conséquence 
l’allocation de la phase 2 destinée aux conseils scolaires dont les besoins de 
réfection ont augmenté à la suite de ce nouveau calcul (comme l’indique l’annexe B : 
Allocation de la phase 2). Pour ne pas bouleverser le cycle de planification des 
projets des conseils dont les besoins de réfection ont diminué en conséquence de ce 
nouveau calcul, le Ministère ne modifiera pas l’allocation annoncée à l’origine le 19 
juin, mais l’allocation excédentaire sera rajustée dans le calcul de l’allocation de la 
phase 3 en 2007-2008. Les rajustements effectués à l’allocation de la phase 3 de 
l’initiative LPA sont indiqués dans la nouvelle annexe D : Rajustements des 
allocations de la phase 3 de l’initiative LPA.

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Introduction 
 
Le 17 février 2005, le ministère de l’Éducation a annoncé le lancement de l’initiative 
Lieux propices à l’apprentissage (LPA), qui a pour but d’investir 280 millions de dollars 
par an dans des travaux de réfection et de construction d’écoles. Ce financement devrait 
permettre aux conseils scolaires d’entreprendre des projets d’immobilisations dans leurs 
écoles d’une valeur de près de quatre milliards de dollars.  
 
En 2005-2006, le financement de la phase 1 de l’initiative LPA a permis aux conseils 
scolaires de faire face à des besoins de réfection urgents et importants estimés à un 
milliard de dollars environ et d’affecter des fonds à la réparation de toitures, de systèmes 
de chauffage et de refroidissement, de fenêtres, d’avertisseurs d’incendie et 
d’extincteurs ainsi qu’à d’autres travaux pressants. L’annexe A du document intitulé 
Lieux propices à l’apprentissage : Allocation de la phase 1, qui se trouve sur le site FTP 
du Ministère à ftp://ftp.edu.gov.on.ca/sfis/facilities-policy-review/Lieux-propices-a-
lapprentissage-Allocation-de-la-Phase-1.pdf, établit un sommaire de cette allocation par 
conseil scolaire.  
 
En 2006-2007, dans le cadre de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA, les conseils scolaires 
recevront un montant supplémentaire de 500 millions de dollars pour les réfections 
urgentes et importantes non financées lors de la phase 1 et pour reconnaître les travaux 
visant à remédier à l’absence de locaux spécialisés, comme les laboratoires 
scientifiques, les bibliothèques, les gymnases ou la technologie en général, ou au 
caractère inadéquat de ceux qui existent.  
 
 
Recensement et analyse des besoins de réfection des installations 
scolaires  
 
L’allocation prévue au titre de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA est fondée sur les 
inspections détaillées faites dans chaque école en décembre 2003 par des 
professionnels de la construction. C’est le cabinet d’experts-conseils Physical Planning 
Technologies Incorporated (PPTI), spécialisé dans la gestion d’installations, qui a été 
chargé de ce processus.  
 
En s’appuyant sur les résultats de cette analyse, le Ministère a établi la formule 
d’allocation qui servira à calculer le financement à accorder à chaque conseil scolaire 
pour les travaux de réfection des installations scolaires. Le présent document a pour but 
de présenter les calculs utilisés pour établir les montants versés aux conseils dans le 
cadre de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA.  
 
Les travaux de réfection nécessaires soumis par PPTI au ministère de l’Éducation le 
31 mars 2004 ont été rajustés par ce dernier en fonction de l’utilisation actuelle des 
locaux, des ententes de partage des coûts conclues entre les conseils pour les 
installations partagées et du financement déjà accordé aux conseils du fait que certaines 
de leurs installations ont besoin de réparations dont le coût est jugé prohibitif. Des 
détails complémentaires figurent dans le document Lieux propices à l’apprentissage : 
Allocation de la phase 1 déjà cité ci-dessus.  
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Installations partagées 
 
Le partage d’installations est une situation qui se produit parfois entre conseils coïncidents 
ou entre paliers. Le coût des travaux de réfection présenté par PPTI ne tenait pas compte 
des ententes de partage des coûts conclues entre les conseils qui partagent une installation 
(ou la louent). Pour établir le calcul de l’allocation de la phase 1, la note de service 2004 : 
SB3 du 24 mars 2004 demandait aux conseils qui partagaient des installations d’informer le 
Ministère des ententes de partage des coûts s’y rapportant. Pour calculer l’allocation de la 
phase 2, le pourcentage des besoins de réfection liés à une ou à plusieurs installations d’un 
bâtiment partagé selon les données fournies par les conseils continue d’être utilisé. Si 
aucune donnée n’a été communiquée, la répartition des besoins de réfection de chacune de 
leurs installations partagées a été faite suivant la part de chaque conseil de la capacité 
actuelle totale déclarée dans le SIIS concernant l’installation en question pour 2004-2005. 
 
Si une ou plusieurs des installations partagées ne sont plus admissibles à l’allocation de la 
phase 2 (voir Installations scolaires admissibles à la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA ci-dessous), 
la répartition des besoins de réfection de chacune des installations partagées se fait suivant 
la part de chaque conseil de la capacité actuelle totale déclarée dans le SIIS concernant 
l’installation en question pour 2004-2005. 

 
Installations scolaires admissibles à la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA  
 
Pour pouvoir bénéficier de l’allocation versée dans le cadre de la phase 2 de l’initiative 
LPA, les installations scolaires doivent répondre aux critères suivants.  
 

•  Installations utilisées  
 

Seules les écoles offrant un programme scolaire de jour régulier en 
2005-2006 selon le SIIS ont droit à cette allocation. Plus précisément, le 
calcul de l’allocation tient compte uniquement des besoins de réfection 
des écoles inspectées qui offrent un programme scolaire de jour au palier 
élémentaire ou secondaire, écoles énumérées à l’annexe C des 
Prévisions budgétaires révisées de 2005-2006. Les installations scolaires 
qui n’ont déclaré aucun effectif pour 2005-2006 n’ont pas droit à cette 
allocation.  

 
•  Indice de l’état des installations (IÉI1) inférieur à 65 p. 100  

 
Le Ministère a retenu deux façons distinctes de calculer le coût de 
remplacement des installations et donc l’IÉI. La première repose sur la 
capacité totale actuelle (CTA) déclarée, qui ne tient compte que du 
nombre d’espaces élèves de chaque installation, alors que la deuxième 
se sert de la surface hors oeuvre brute (SHOB), qui tient compte de la 
superficie totale de chaque installation. Les installations dont l’IÉI est 
supérieur à 65 p. 100, quelle que soit la méthode retenue2, n’ont pas droit

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à l’allocation de la phase 2. Consulter l’annexe A pour obtenir la liste des 
installations dont le coût de réfection est jugé prohibitif.  
 
Les installations dont l’IÉI est inférieur à 65 p. 100 ont droit à l’allocation 
de la phase 2 et les réfections nécessaires ont été intégrées dans le 
calcul de celle-ci. 

 
•  Réparations dont le coût est prohibitif – Phase 1  

 
Les besoins de réfection de toute installation considérée comme 
nécessitant des réparations d’un coût prohibitif à l’issue de la phase 1 du 
processus d’inspection du programme de réfection des écoles n’ont pas 
été pris en considération, des fonds ayant été alloués au remplacement 
de ces installations en 2003-2004.  

 
La phase I du processus et l’identification des installations nécessitant 
des réparations d’un coût prohibitif sont décrites dans le rapport 
Programme de réfection des écoles : Identification des écoles ayant des 
réparations prohibitives, 2003-2004.

•  Rajustement de la politique sur les immobilisations de 2005  
 

Les installations scolaires qui, au titre du Rajustement de la politique sur 
les immobilisations de 2005, ont reçu des fonds dans le cadre des 
Subventions pour les besoins des élèves (SBÉ) de 2005-2006, n’ont pas 
droit au financement de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA, et leurs besoins de 
réfections n’ont pas été pris en compte dans les calculs.  

 
Calcul des allocations  
 
Les inspections ont permis de relever les travaux de réfection à entreprendre pendant 
une période de cinq ans allant de 2002-2003 à 2006-2007. Les allocations de la phase 1 
de l’initiative LPA ont été calculées en fonction des besoins urgents et importants cernés 
au cours des deux premières années (soit 2002-2003 et 2003-2004) de cette période de 
cinq ans, définie par PPTI.  
 
Les priorités ont été fixées en se fondant sur l’état des locaux ou des éléments devant 
être réparés ou remplacés, selon les inspecteurs du bâtiment, et de leur importance pour 
le fonctionnement du bâtiment scolaire, selon PPTI.  
 
Les allocations de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA sont basées sur ce qui suit :  
 

• le total des besoins urgents et importants sur cinq ans établis pour les années 
2002-2003, 2003-2004, 2004-2005, 2005-2006 et 2006-2007;  

• les besoins approximatifs des programmes, y compris les gymnases, les 
bibliothèques, les laboratoires scientifiques et la technologie en général, dont les 
locaux sont inadaptés ou inexistants, et définis par PPTI au cours de la première 
inspection.  
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Afin d’établir l’ensemble des besoins de réfection admissibles de la phase 2, tous les 
besoins de réfection urgents et importants établis sur une période de cinq ans pour 
toutes les installations admissibles en phase 2 ont été additionnés pour l’ensemble du 
conseil, de même que les besoins approximatifs de programmes pour toutes les 
installations admissibles en phase 2 (voir Annexe E : Calcul des besoins de 
programmes). L’allocation de la phase 1 a été déduite de l’ensemble des besoins de 
réfection admissibles pour calculer la base des besoins de réfection de la phase 2.    

 
L’allocation de la phase 2 versée à chaque conseil correspond à environ 18,5 p. 100 du 
coût des besoins de réfection établis ci-dessus.  
 
Exemple 

 
Les besoins de réfection d’un conseil s’élèvent à un total de 50 millions de 
dollars. Les besoins urgents et importants établis par PPTI sur une période de 
cinq ans allant de 2002-2003 à 2006-2007 s’élèvent à 35 millions de dollars. 
Environ 16,7 millions de dollars ont été financés lors de la phase 1. Cinq autres 
millions de dollars représentent le coût estimé des besoins des programmes. Le 
calcul de l’allocation de la phase 2 du conseil se présente comme suit :

Annexe E : Le calcul des besoins des programmes a été ajouté au présent 
document pour que les besoins en matière de programmes école par école soient 
indiqués en détail. 
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Projets pouvant bénéficier de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA  
 
Les conseils scolaires doivent se servir des fonds de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA pour 
financer les travaux de réfection pour les installations qui demeuront ouvertes et 
fonctionelles dans les dix prochaines années. Cette allocation doit aussi servir aux 
projets d’immobilisations qui répondent aux critères figurant dans le document intitulé 
Immobilisations corporelles des conseils scolaires et des administrations scolaires – 
Conventions comptables, que l’on peut consulter sur le site TPFR du Ministère à : 
http://tpfr.edu.gov.on.ca/Reporting%20Entity/March%2006%207-
month%20reporting/Mini-guide%20March%2006%20FINAL_revised_F.pdf. 
 
Les projets qui ont fait l’objet d’un appel d’offres par les conseils après le 1er janvier 2006 
et qui répondent aux critères d’admissibilité de la phase 2 mentionnés plus haut peuvent 
être considérés comme faisant partie des travaux de réfection de la phase 2 terminés ou 
en cours.  
 
En outre, les conseils peuvent se servir des allocations non utilisées de la phase 1 de 
l’initiative LPA pour financer certains des travaux jugés admissibles à la phase 2.  
  
Mise à jour de la priorité accordée aux besoins de réfection dans ReCAPP 
 
Les conseils scolaires pourront modifier la priorité accordée aux besoins de réfection. Il 
leur sera ainsi possible de se servir des fonds de la phase 2 pour financer des besoins 
devenus urgents et importants depuis que les inspections ont été effectuées. Toute 
demande de modification de l’ordre de priorité devrait donner aux conseils scolaires une 
plus grande flexibilité, ce qui leur permettra de faire face aux changements qui se sont 
produits dans les besoins de réfection depuis l’inspection. Ces demandes ne changeront 
pas le calcul de l’allocation de la phase 2. 
 
La modification de l’ordre de priorité ne pourra s’appliquer qu’aux besoins de réfection 
établis par PPTI au cours de la première inspection. Pour faire passer une priorité faible 
ou moyenne à l’échelon supérieur (important ou urgent), les conseils scolaires devront 

Les allocations de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA ont été modifiées après que les besoins de 
réfection ont été recalculés. 
 
Le Ministère a relevé en conséquence l’allocation de la phase 2 destinée aux conseils 
scolaires dont les besoins de réfection ont augmenté (comme l’indique l’annexe B).   
 
Le Ministère ne modifiera pas l’allocation annoncée à l’origine le 19 juin 2006 pour les 
conseils dont les besoins de réfection ont diminué; l’allocation excédentaire sera toutefois 
rajustée dans le calcul de l’allocation de la phase 3 en 2007-2008. Les rajustements à 
effectuer à l’allocation de la phase 3 de l’initiative LPA sont indiqués dans la nouvelle 
Annexe D : Rajustements des allocations de la phase 3 de l’initiative LPA. 
 
L’allocation de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA qui sera versée aux conseils scolaires en 
2006-2007 est indiquée dans la dernière colonne (« Allocation finale de la phase 2 ») de 
l’annexe B.

Financement de la phase 2  
 
En août 2005, la note de service 2005 : B7 indiquait aux conseils scolaires que jusqu’à 
ce que l’initiative LPA puisse bénéficier d’un mécanisme de financement à long terme, 
les conseils devaient financer à court terme les projets entrepris et le Ministère leur 
rembourserait les frais d’intérêts à court terme associés aux projets.  
 
Le Ministère prendra à sa charge les frais d’intérêt à court terme des travaux de 
réfection entrepris dans le cadre de la phase 2 en 2006-2007. Le taux d’intérêt reconnu 
demeurera le taux d’acceptation bancaire de trois mois majoré de 13 points. Pour les 
conseils qui empruntent sur leurs réserves internes pour financer des projets de la 
phase 2 de l’initiative LPA, le financement de 2006-2007 sera établi au taux 
d’acceptation bancaire de trois mois en vigueur le 1er septembre 2006.  
 
Le Ministère commencera à subventionner les frais de financement à court terme des 
projets de la phase 2 de l’initiative LPA le 1er septembre 2006. Les conseils scolaires 
peuvent porter les travaux admissibles entrepris depuis le 1er janvier 2006 au compte de 
leurs allocations de la phase 2, mais le Ministère ne dédommagera pas les conseils 
scolaires de leurs frais de financement à court terme pour la période allant du 1er janvier 
2006 au 31 août 2006. 
 
Bases de données sur la réfection des écoles  
 
L’initiative Lieux propices à l’apprentissage a pour but de répondre aux besoins actuels 
de réfection, mais aussi de favoriser à cet égard l’adoption de saines pratiques de 
gestion et la prise de décisions éclairées concernant l’avenir des installations. C’est 
pourquoi elle prévoit l’installation d’un logiciel de gestion des installations3 et la création 
d’une base de données au sein de chaque conseil.  
 

                                                 
3 ReCAPP, le logiciel retenu pour la gestion des installations, est un outil conçu pour aider les conseils à déterminer les 
besoins de réfection pour le cycle de planification des immobilisations. Il contribuera aussi à l’uniformité, à l’échelle de 
la province, des comptes rendus présentés par les conseils sur l’état de leurs écoles. Comme il est indiqué dans la note 
de service 2005 : B4, les conseils auront accès à leur base de données ReCAPP après avoir signé des contrats de licence 
avec PPTI. Cet accès leur permettra de mettre à jour l’information sur l’évaluation de leurs installations établie lors des 
inspections de l’ensemble des écoles et les aidera à choisir les projets et à élaborer des programmes de réfection 
efficaces. Le Ministère compte sur les conseils pour mettre à jour leurs bases de données lorsqu’ils élaborent leurs plans 
d’immobilisation à long terme, afin qu’elles puissent être utiles pour cette planification en reflétant bien les projets de 
réfection en cours. 
 

Pour obtenir de plus amples renseignements sur la manière de modifier l’ordre de priorité 
des besoins de réfection dans le progiciel ReCAPP, veuillez vous reporter à l’annexe F : 
Mise à jour des réfections prioritaires dans ReCAPP. Le Ministère examinera et 
approuvera ces demandes et les communiquera à PPTI pour que la base de données 
ReCAPP soit mise à jour. 
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Les conseils scolaires de district reçoivent, par l’intermédiaire de la Subvention pour le 
fonctionnement des écoles, des fonds additionnels qui les aideront à couvrir les frais 
d’utilisation liés au progiciel ReCAPP, y compris des frais d’hébergement Web. La 
subvention qui leur est versée à cet égard correspond au plus petit des deux montants 
suivants : celui qui est précisé au tableau 8 du règlement sur les subventions de 
2006-2007, concernant la somme liée au renouvellement des permis d’utilisation de 
logiciels, ou celui que le conseil a réellement dépensé pour ces frais d’utilisation et 
d’hébergement tel que rapporté dans les états financiers de 2006-2007.  
 
Les conseils scolaires ont accès à leur base de données ReCAPP depuis 2005. Dans le 
cadre du régime de reddition de comptes du Ministère et de la gestion continue des 
phases 1 et 2 de l’initiative Lieux propices à l’apprentissage, les conseils sont tenus de 
mettre à jour les renseignements que renferme leur base de données afin que les 
projets de réfection terminés ou en cours y soient inscrits.
